SINCE 1897, there has been a quiet revolution unfolding in 
the heart of the Scottish Highlands. The naturally soft water of the 

Alt-na-Frith burn is introduced to tender Scottish barley and, later, from the tall, slim 
copper stills of the Tomatin Distillery a mellow, fruity spirit is born.

Gentle maturation in carefully selected casks lets the subtle 
character of this distinctive single malt emerge, ensuring that 
the softer side of the precious spirit is never overpowered.



The Italian Collection exhibits the unique influence
imparted by different types of Italian Wine casks in an

exceptional showcase. The spirit, distilled on 6th 
December 2010, was laid down in traditional Scotch 
Whisky oak casks for 10 years. On 10th February 2021 
it was then moved into Marsala, Amarone and Barolo 

wine casks for a further 2 years, resulting in a 
wonderful trio of single malt Scotch Whiskies.

The Marsala Edition
Aromas of panettone and candied lime lead, while 
flavours of white chocolate, lemon truffles and 
hazelnut balance perfectly on the palate. Sweet 
citrus returns on the finish with blood orange 
accompanied by notes of toasted oak.

Aromas of poached pears and traditional rhubarb 
and custard sweets lead, while on the palate notes 
of strawberry jam are accompanied by Turkish 
delight and light butter pastry. The finish is rich 
with cinnamon spiced red apple.

Aromas of mulled wine and dark chocolate lead, 
while on the palate there are notes of spiced mead 
with cranberry and an underlying fresh citrus in the 
form of grapefruit. Light tannin and sugared 
almonds linger on the finish.
